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One of the most revered clerics and elevated Mujtahid Grand Ayatollah Hajj Sheikh Mohammad-
Taqi Bahjat passed away on Sunday 17th May 2009 at Waliyul Asr Hospital in Qum. It is indeed a great loss for
the Ummah when such treasured Ullema part from the world. We pray to Allah for the tawfeeq to remain
steadfast and continue to strive for Islam like our true role models have shown, through their dedication and
devotion to the Deen.

Some Advice from Ayatullah Bahjat (ra)

1. Ayatullah constantly stressed the importance of controlling one's tongue and maintaining silence. He said:
"We must safeguard our tongue, think twenty four hours but speak for only one hour. That is we have to
contemplate and meditate all day long but talk for 1 single hour. And even this one hour may be too long".

2. Ayatullah Bahjat gives an advice to the father of Sayyid Mohammed Husayn Tabatabai (Hafiz-e-Quran). "If
one of you wants to memorize the Qur'an, let him recite this supplication 3 times every morning and
evening. He then rubbed Muhammad Husayn's head with his hand as he recited this supplication :
Allahummaj alni fi dir'ikal hasinatillati taj'alu fiyha man turiyd (Lord! let me be in Your shielded fort
in which You place whoever You please!)"”.

3. When Ayatullah was asked for a cure for Waswasa, he said "Continously recite the Tahlil, which is the zikr
La llaha lllallah".

4. When asked about treatment for Anger, he said "With full conviction recite Salawat - Allahumma salli
alaa Muhammadiw wa aali Muhammad'.

We request all believers to recite Sura al-Fatiha. May Allah grant him a position close to the Ahlul Bayt and may
He hasten the reappearance of our our Imam (atfs)
