“Hazrat e Zahra (sa) The Standard-Bearer of Wilayah” —
Shaykh Ali Hadi

Maijlis 1-20/11/2025

Purpose: Nights of Fatimiyyah are for reflection, learning from Sayyidah Fatimah (sa),
understanding Wilayah, and strengthening faith.

Fatimah (sa) as Hujjah: She is the proof of Allah over the Imams and a model of guidance.
Title “Raahimah”: Highlights her compassion towards:
1. Her father, the Prophet (s): Caring, honoring, and serving parents.
2. Her husband, Imam Ali (a): Respectful, loving, humble, and ethical marital conduct.
3. Spiritual homes: Emphasis on building households centered on Allah’s remembrance.

Conclusion: Emulate her compassion, spiritual strength, and moral conduct; strengthen
family bonds and faith.

Maijlis 2 -21/11/2025

Focus: Life, virtues, and martyrdom of Bibi Fatima (sa).

Character: Devoted daughter, loving wife, nurturing mother, radiant (Al-Zahra), intelligent,
patient, and selfless.

Martyrdom: Passed at 18; buried secretly, highlighting injustice she endured.

Defense of Wilayah: Advocated for Imam Ali (a) as the Prophet’s successor, emphasizing
justice and divine order.

Lessons: Patience, courage, faith, selflessness; supporting Ahlulbayt; embody her virtues in
daily life.

Maijlis 4 - 23/11/2025

Theme: Defense of Imam Ali (a) and Ahlulbayt; aftermath of the Prophet’s passing.
Key Points:

o Early Islamic community deviated due to hypocrisy and power motives.

o Types of hypocrisy: ideological and moral/ethical.

o Lessons from Quran and Hadith about loyalty, truth, and avoiding betrayal.

o Karbala: Emphasized patience, sacrifice, and steadfastness of Ahlulbayt.



o Spiritual Takeaway: Align actions with the guidance of the Ahlulbayt; avoid hypocrisy;
strengthen moral commitment.

Maijlis 5-24/11/2025
¢ Theme: Bibi Fatima as defender of Wilayah and Imam Ali’s rights.
¢ Points:
o Advocacy after Prophet’s passing; defending truth and justice.
o Early societal regression due to hypocrisy, weak faith, and worldly desires.
o Allegiance to the Imam is essential for spiritual guidance and connection to Allah.

e Lessons: Uphold justice, truth, and Wilayah; emulate Bibi Fatima’s dedication; avoid
deviation.

Maijlis 6 - 25/11/2025
¢ Theme: Martyrdom of Bibi Fatima, reliance on Allah, and spiritual guidance.
e Key Points:
o Tawakul (trust in Allah) is active reliance, not passive.
o Worldly reliance is fragile; Allah is the strongest, most dependable source.
o Examples from Quran, Hadith, and history demonstrate divine support.
o Reflect on sacrifices of mothers, children, and martyrs; practice gratitude.

e Conclusion: Emulate Bibi Fatima and Ahlulbayt in spiritual dedication; maintain trust,
gratitude, and reliance on Allah.

Overall Themes Across Majalis:
1. Life of Bibi Fatima (sa): Compassion, patience, sacrifice, moral and spiritual excellence.
2. Defense of Wilayah: Upholding Imam Ali’s rights and divine guidance.

3. Spiritual Lessons: Reliance on Allah, avoiding hypocrisy, strengthening family and community,
embodying faith in action.
